NFIRS Incident Numbering System
Each January 1st, incident numbers should start over.  They should be 7 numerical positions long and start out with the 2 position year followed by zeros and the incident number.  The first incident numbers for 2015 should be 1500001, 1500002, 1500003, etc. 
Optional: If you have more than one station or district, then the third digit can identify the station or district e.g. for Station 1: 1510001, 1510002, 1510003, etc. and for Station 2: 1520001, 1520002, 1520003, etc.  
This is the same incident numbering system as used in the DODFIRS Program, thereby creating a unique incident number.  Using this incident numbering system identifies what year the incident occurred in and also reduces or eliminates the possibility of overwriting an incident that uses a repeated incident number e.g. 0000001, 0000002, 0000003, etc.

FireHouse Program Users

The FireHouse Program uses a ten-digit incident number format.  The very first incident number for 2015 should be 15-1500001.  The incident number format default is 15-0000001.  Only the FireHouse User will be able to see the “15-“ because the actual incident number is the last seven digits on the right.
