RMKS/1. THIS ADVISORY SUPERSEDES REF A. A SEPARATE MSG WILL BE SENT TO CANCEL THIS ADVISORY WHEN ACTIONS IN PARA 4 AND 5 HAVE BEEN COMPLETED.

2. PURPOSE: TO NOTIFY THE SUBMARINE FLEET OF A REPLACEMENT FOR THE SERVOMEX OXYGEN ANALYZER, NSN 9B 6630-01-101-3079, THE EXPLOSIMETER MODEL 3, NSN 9B 6665-01-446-5625, AND THE EXPLOSIMETER MODEL 5, NSN 3B 6665-01-029-9375.

3.  BACKGROUND:  BOTH THE SERVOMEX OXYGEN ANALYZER AND THE EXPLOSIMETERS IDENTIFIED ABOVE ARE NO LONGER BEING SUPPORTED BY THEIR RESPECTIVE VENDORS.  THE IN -SERVICE ENGINEERING AGENT (ISEA), NSWCCD-SSES CODE 926 HAS IDENTIFIED A SINGLE REPLACEMENT UNIT, BIOSYSTEMS PHD6. THIS UNIT COMES EQUIPPED WITH OXYGEN AND LOWER EXPLOSIVE LIMIT (LEL) SENSORS.  THE BIOSYSTEMS PHD6 IS SUPPORTED BY NSN 9B 6665-01-572-9079 (AEL NUMBER 2-870003103), WHICH CAN BE REQUISITIONED IMMEDIATELY.  EACH OF THE OBSOLETE ANALYZERS WHEN FAILED IS TO BE REPLACED WITH THE PHD6.  ALL 688, 774 AND SEAWOLF CLASS SUBMARINES ARE ALLOTTED A TOTAL OF THREE PHD6 GAS DETECTORS. SSBN & SSGN 726 CLASS SUBMARINES ARE ALLOTTED A TOTAL OF FOUR PHD6 GAS DETECTORS.

4. RECOMMENDED ACTIONS:  SHIPS REQUIRING THE PHD6 SHOULD PLACE AN ORDER THROUGH THE SUPPLY SYSTEM.  AS STATED ON APL 46A090006, FIRST TIME ORDERS SHOULD INCLUDE THE ANALYZER, PART NUMBER 54-53-A00008000ND, THE CALIBRATION KIT, PART NUMBER 54-05-K0502 (KIT INCLUDES CALIBRATION GAS), AND ZERO AIR, PART NUMBER 54-9039. THIS APL SUPERSEDES THE FOLLOWING APLS: 842000727; T464020003, AND 464020042.  UPON RECEIPT OF THE PHD6, SUBMIT A 4790/CK TO REPORT COORDINATED SHIPBOARD ALLOWANCE LIST (COSAL) UPDATE.

C.  CALIBRATION - THE PHD6 IS A USER CALIBRATED INSTRUMENT, WHICH SHOULD ONLY BE CALIBRATED IN ACCORDANCE WITH PLANNED MAINTENANCE. IT SHALL NOT BE CALIBRATED AT A NAVY CALIBRATION LAB. A COMPRESSED GAS CYLINDER OF CALIBRATION GAS, PART NUMBER 54-9044E (NSN 6830-01-444-8326), AND A CYLINDER OF ZERO AIR, PART NUMBER 54-9039 (NSN 6830-01-572-9086), SHOULD BE USED TO COMPLETE THE MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENT.  THE COMPRESSED GAS CYLINDER ASSOCIATED WITH THE CENTRAL ATMOSPHERE MONITORING SYSTEM (CAMS) SHOULD NOT BE USED TO ACCOMPLISH THE MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENT.
