(Surface Engineering Technicians) Serve as technical specialist in ship’s machinery, electrical power, lighting, interior communications systems, maintenance
of optical equipment, instruments, and office machinery; supervises, trains, and evaluates personnel in the operation and maintenance of main propulsion
systems (gas turbine, diesel, and steam), refrigeration systems, fuel systems, and shipboard electrical systems; analyzes problems with equipment and
operations, finds solutions, and takes corrective action; has exercised supervision and training, personnel policies, legal procedures, leadership and
management techniques, and communication methods; writes reports and provides technical advice; applies many elements of total quality management and
guality assurance; uses computerized management information systems.

They may serve as, but are not limited only to serving as, engineering, electrical, and ship repair officers, or in various operational and staff billets.
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
