Security Limited Duty Officers serve as officer technical managers and department heads in all activities of law enforcement, physical security, and corrections;
plan, organize and supervise physical security programs and activities aboard ship; establish and maintain access/egress system, providing for
detection/prevention of sabotage, terrorism, and theft; plan and direct law enforcement programs including aggressive contraband control and general law
enforcement duties; supervise operation of brigs afloat; formulate, direct, and evaluate training programs; write reports and provide technical assistance and
advice; plan, supervise, and direct activities of subordinates; inspect facilities; has responsibility for substance abuse screening; prepares computerized crime
reports; holds fiscal responsibilities for entire security/enforcement requirements; establishes inventories and loss control procedures; maintains liaison with
Naval Investigative Services and civilian law enforcement agencies.
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
